upon the bank of the Delaware, that art and labour were ne-
ceflary to dig common fewers and water courfes in many pla-
ced to draia the firects. In the beginning of this fettlement
it was expefted, that the fronts on both rivers would be
firlt improved for the convenience of trade and navigation,
and that the buildings would m!m;ﬂdnllr in the rear
of each until they would meet form one town ex-
tending from Laft to Welt, ber experience foon convinced
the fettlers that the Delaware frong was alone fufficient
for quays and landing places, and that the Schuylkill lay at
too greata dillance 1o form part of the town on its hnin ;
whence it followed that the town increafed Nerthward and
Southward of the original plot, upon the Delaware front,
and now occupies a fpace near three miles in length, North
and South, while 1he huihl!nﬁl in the middle where they
are moft extended, do not reach a wile from the Delaware,

The city has been twice incorporated, and the limits
thereof ined ro the oblong, originally laid out by
William Penn, without incloding the Northern or £outh-
ern foburbs. This ini ed by & number of flreers
at right angles with cach other, nioe of which run Fafl and
Well from Delaware to Schuylkill, and twenty-three
North and Soutk, crofling the hirfl at right angles, fotm-
ing one hundred and dﬁhy-ﬁur fquares of lota for build-
ings.

The city was firlt incorporated by charter under the
great feal of the province, 1o the vesr 1701: before that
period it was called the town of Philadelphia. By this char-
ter William Penn nominated the firft l'll‘j'lf. recorder, al-
dermen and common coancilmen, and granted them, among
other privileges and franchifes, "that of eleting others te
'ﬁ{hmm and even to increafe their own number
the pablic were granted to them by the
name of the mayor and commonalt nl' the city of Philadel.
