Purported to be a local post operating in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania in 1773.

These two 1773 folded letters are from a well known archival holding. In 1960 several letters from this
correspondence, virtually all ofwhich bore no postal markings, appeared on the market with interesting
handstamps added to them. In this case the faker, believed to R. De Thuin, added a triangular handstamp,
similar to the British Dockwra markings, to hand carried letters.

Although there was a local delivery service operating in Philadelphia in 1753 there is no evidence that such a
post existed in 1773. These are the only reported examples.
