THE AMERICAN LEITER MALL COMPANY PROVIDED AN ALTERNATIVE MEANS OF SENDING MAIL VIA THE
UNIIED STATES POST OFFICE AT A CHEAPER RATE OF POSTAGE THAT WAS OFTEN FASTER OVER THE SAME
ROUTES.

IN THE LATER PART OF JULY AND EARLY A UGUST OF 1844 , THE AMERICAN LETTER M ALL COMPANY ES-
TABLISHED MAIL SERVICE BEI'WEEN N ORWICH AND OTHER CITIES. THE NORWICH & W ORCESTER RAIL-
ROAD IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE N ORWICH LINE OF STEAMERS THAT DOCKED AT ALLYN'S POINT PRO-
VIDED CONVENIENT SERVICE BEI'WEEN BOSTON AND NEW Y ORK. ALTERNATING WITH THAT ROUIE WAS

A DAY LINE SERVICE TO GREENPORT, LONG ISLAND THAT JOINED UP WITH THE LONG ISLAND RAILROAD
TO NEW Y ORK.

THE ABOVE LETTER INCLUDED A DRAFT FOR $389.50 FROM THE NORWICH BANK, WHICH IF SENT VIA
THE UNIIED STATES POST O FFICE WOULD HAVE BEEN RATED AT TWELVE CENTS. THIS LETTER WAS SENT

FOR ONLY FIVE CENTS. SHEETS OF TWENTY STAMPS WERE SOLD FOR ONE DOLLAR.
